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Requirements for Commercial/Industrial Building Permits

CODE INFORMATION & DESIGN SPECIFICATIONS

Pershing County Ordinance No. 220 adopted the 2002 Edition of the National Electric Code and the 2003 Editions of the following:
· International Building Code (IBC),
· International Fire Code,
· International Residential Code,
· International Plumbing Code,
· International Mechanical Code,
· International Fuel Gas Code,
· International Private Sewage Disposal Code, and

· International Energy Conservation Code.

Design Specifications for Pershing County are as follows:

· Frost Depth – 24”

· Wind Load – 85 mph, Exposure C

· Seismic Zone D1

· Roof Load – 20 lb live load (or calculate to IBC requirements Section 1607)

· Ground Snow Load – 5 lb, or 10 lb above 5000 ft
· Soil Classification from IBC Table 1804.2 – Much of Pershing County is sand, silty sand, clayey sand, silty gravel, and clayey gravel (SW, SP, SM, SC, GM and GC) allowing 2000 psf foundation pressure.

BUILDING AND SITE PLANS

Before a permit can be issued for a commercial or industrial building the following shall be submitted to the Building Department.
1. Two complete set of plans stamped by a Nevada Architect or Engineer (including truss calculations) which include information on the following:

a. Foundation Plan

b. Floor Plan

c. Room Finishes

d. Stair Details and Accessibility Access

e. Cross Section

f. Electrical
g. Plumbing

h. Mechanical

i. Fire Code

Information on plans can be found in the 2004 Blue Book available in the Planning/Building Department or found on-line.

2. Site plan drawn to scale showing the following: 

a. Dimensions of plot. 

b. Sizes and locations of building on plot. 

c. Distances from all roads. 

d. Distances from all ditches – irrigation, drainage, canals, etc. 

e. Distances between structures. 

f. Locations for septic and well and distances between same. 

g. Easements.

h. Utility poles and any other information. 

i. Name, address, and phone number of person responsible for plans.

j. Assessor’s parcel number.

PLAN REVIEWS REQUIRED

1. Pershing County Building Permit & Plan Review fees.  Pershing County Plan Review time is approximately two (2) weeks. Please feel free to call the office with any questions you may have.

2. Verification of review and/or approval from the following agencies:

c. Access permits from Pershing County Road Department or Nevada Department of Transportation.

d. Will-Serve letters from appropriate utilities, including but not limited to, Lovelock Meadow Water District, Lovelock Sewer, Sierra Pacific Electric Utility.

REQUIRED INSPECTIONS
Required inspections will vary depending on the project.  An inspection report will be included when the building permit is issued.  Inspections must be done sequentially according to the report.  

At least 24 hours notice is required for inspections.
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
