We ask you to please use caution when raking individual grave areas; water lines are located throughout the cemeteries in various locations. Some of the drip lines have been torn up, broken and had to be replaced. 
· Dumpsters have been placed at both cemeteries as of May 1st thanks to the City Of  Lovelock for the families to use. 
· According to the Cemetery Board Members we need volunteers to help clean the plots of those deceased who no longer have families living.  
· We are also are selling plaques for loved ones’ names to be placed on the Memorial Wall at Lone Mountain Cemetery. The Memorial Wall is intended for people to place plaques with the names of loved ones who are not buried in the cemeteries in Pershing County.  The plaques are way for the cemeteries to make money for needed upkeep of the cemeteries. The cost of the plaques will be $100.00.  More information can be obtained by calling the office at 273-3284.
· We are trying to put names on headstones on the many graves that are unmarked. Previously several of headstones have been purchased and have already been placed on grave sites. There have been some donors to help us with this project, for which we are grateful.
